In early 2015, the European Lung Foundation conducted a survey of 1000 

bronchiectasis patients to ask their most important priorities for improving 

bronchiectasis care. A staggering 96% of respondents rated “improve 

awareness of bronchiectasis in community care services” as “important” or 

“very important” and 90% of patients wanted better education for primary care 

physicians on how to manage bronchiectasis exacerbations.
